MEAD Grounds Well Shut Down 


Craig Ziolkowski from the DNR has informed us that the well at 
the dog grounds has tested positive for the presence of low levels of 
bacteria. There is currently no impact to the potability of the water, 
however out of an abundance of caution the DNR will be shutting 
the well down.  Next steps include a well inspection and more 
testing. If they can get 2 consecutive negative samples, mid!month, 
they expect to be able to restart the well. If not, they will have to 
chlorinate the well and then retest.
